Can it be said that the Re-Islamization move-
ment emerged solely as a reaction to the de-
structive effects of Westernization? Yes, the de-
velopments following the first three centuries 
of a six-century-long political power—particu-
larly the Western-style lifestyles, luxury, afflu-
ence, and obsession with comfort prevalent at 
the court and in its circles—cannot be ignored. 
The intellectual movement we call “Re-Islami-
zation” also carried a sense of urgency to seek 
a reactive response against the West, which 
was striving to dissolve the Ottoman Empire 
within its own cultural crucible. 

The leaders of Re-Islamization, while not over-
looking the role of external interventions in the 
loss of territory and prestige of the last Islam-
ic state, were well aware that the root of the 
problem lay within the system itself. 

Mehmed Akif, a trilingual poet, lecturer, and 
author, contributed to the developments, 
changes, and transformations on the path of 
Re-Islamization by translating articles from 
enlightened thinkers who shared his views 
in the two journals he actively published in: 
Sırat-ı Müstakim and Sebilürreşat. 

“Re-Islamization” will encompass translated 
and original articles, as well as the master’s 
sermons, lectures, and notes on the interpreta-
tion of certain verses, beginning with the fifth 
volume of the work titled The Collected Works 
of Mehmed Akif. The texts in question aim 
to shed a small light both on Mehmed Akif’s 
prose-oriented mindset and on the ongoing 
process of Islamization in the Muslim world to-
day. The second chapter of the book discusses 
Said Halim Pasha’s contributions to the Islam-
ization movement, while the final chapter in-
cludes brief biographies of the figures whose 
works Akif translated.
